- Many souvenir shops on King’s Parade

- Visit the impressive Chapel at King’s College

- Fitzbillies is popular for their Chelsea buns and cakes, Pages Coffee House is a cosy
coffee shop just opposite the Fitzwilliam Museum. Bould Brothers is also well-known for
their coffee

- The Thai restaurant Sala Thong is often recommended

- Go to Pho for nice Viethamese noodle soup on campus

- Make sure to visit The Eagle. Operating since 1667, it is the oldest pub in Cambridge.
It is famously known for the WW2 RAF pilots' graffiti on the ceiling!
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
